You could go to the specialist, and browse the aisles of Syracuse Card Co. on Erie Boulevard East in Syracuse, which is always fun.  Hosts of other stores, as you know, from stationery specialists to discounters, have cards. If you're housebound and cardless, you could send something online. But that seems so much less personal. Holding a paper printout is way less cool than a solid, honest-to-goodness greeting card. 

Now, you can create and customize online a solid, honest-to-goodness greeting card through SendOutCards which mails it. Not e-mails it. Mails it. 

First, you have to have a SendOutCards membership. To get a membership in Central New York, contact Chris Egan, who has the SendOutCards franchise for the area. "If you buy a $25 yearly plan, that's enough to send 10 cards with 10 stamps," said Egan.  Once you're in a plan there are other price levels if you need more cards, you can add more points to your SendOutCards account.  The cost of sending cards drops with membership levels. At $99 per year, cards come out to 98 cents each, and the account holder at that level can add pictures. 

SendOutCards was created by Kody Bateman, a Utah native who was looking for a way to send out cards immediately, when the sender is caught in the sentiment.  Bateman found himself caught in the sentiment. 

The idea for SendOutCards was born of personal tragedy: Bateman's younger brother, Kris, died suddenly in 1989 while Kody was living hundreds of miles away, in New Jersey. Awash in emotions and wanting to share them, Kody came up with the idea of people acting on what he calls "promptings." Shortly before moving away from Kris and his family, Kody had felt the need to say a personal goodbye to Kris. He never did, and drove away.  That memory haunted him. 

SendOutCards was created to help people act on those "promptings," allowing users to send real greeting cards immediately or as scheduled for birthdays and other events. 

The cards are created by the sender online, and then printed at the plant in Salt Lake City. Another printing plant currently operates in Australia, and a third facility will open in Cincinnati, Ohio at the end of 2009. The cards take three to five days to arrive in the recipient's postal mailbox. SendOutCards is shipping 250,000 cards yearly at this point.  Article Update:  The cards are created by the sender online, then printed at the main facility in Salt lake City. Another printing facility will open in Cincinnati at the end of the year to handle printings and mailings to the eastern part of the United States. There is also a printing facility currently operating in Australia. The cards take three to five days to arrive at the recipient’s postal mailbox. SendOutCards sent out millions of cards in December alone, and over 10 Million cards in 2008. SendOutCards is profiled in the October 2008 edition of Success at Home magazine.

Egan has landed corporate wholesale accounts, including Syracuse Securities, whose executives, she says, were impressed at the quality of the cards and the ability to tailor them.   "It's effective networking, mentioning a company by name," said Egan. "For smaller businesses, it's a way to maintain and build ongoing relationships with clients: sending birthday cards, sympathy cards.  "The whole goal of this is to get people to send physical cards and affect people in a positive way."
